It's amost mid
November and we are
yet to have a killing
frost. I'm still trying to
get rid of some of the
zillion acorns that litter
the ground and now it’s
raining leaves. It isalso
very dry so I'm still
watering, I've drained
the sprinkler system so
I’ m back to dragging hoses. Thecolor thisseason
has been gorgeous (I bet | say that every year)
especialy the dogwoods, Japanese maples and
thedeciduousazal eas. Theevergreen azaleasal so
color up but in a more subtle way. R’Lynn
Robbins Steinman’, a little known lepidote
rhododendron that bloomsearly withlovely deep
pink flowers, has leaves with outstanding fall
color ranging from yellow to bronzeto pink all at
one time. The Encore azaleas, ‘Amethyst’,
‘Autumn Royalty’ and ‘ Autumn Sangria’ among
othersarestill blooming. On September 11 | was
surprised to see buds opening on a deciduous
azdea we had brought home from the
Rhododendron Convention held in Asheville,
N.C. in 1994 |abeled ‘Late Y ellow arborescens
clone 2 Kehr'. This azalea that continued to
bloom for a month, is more pale salmon than
yellow but still beautiful especialy noticeable
when blooming out of season. Salvia
guaranitica, agift from BarbaraHall many years
ago, is still in full bloom, thisis one great plant.
This flower is the bluest possible blue and the
favorite flower of humming birds in my entire
garden. Salvia guaranitica (I wish | could
pronounce it) is clamed to be only marginaly
hardy in my zone 7 garden (which is very often
more 6b) but has never failed to return and
bloom non stop from mid summer until a hard
frost.

HARRY'SPLANT LEGACY

The Charleston West Virginia Sunday Gazette-
Mail featured an article about Harry Wise in the
October 19, 2008 issue with some comments from
Doug Jolley. Some of the plants mentioned were
'Harry's Happy Hour' which won a foliage show,
'Wise Maxmak'-- across between R. maximumand R.
makinoi, and 'Wise Decision' — a cross between R.
austrinum and R. calendulaceum.

Doug mentioned several of the projects he and
Harry had donating plantsto West VirginiaWesleyan
College, the College of William & Mary, James
Madison University, the University of Virginia, Blue
Ridge Community College, the Orlando White
Arboretum of UVA, and the Museum of Frontier
Culture and History in Staunton, Virginia.

HERBICIDE FELLSTREES

Hannah Mathers, an Ohio State University
Extension nursery and landscape specialist, said that
glyphosate (Roundup) applied improperly or in too
high adosageis causing bark split and destroying the
winter hardiness of landscape and nursery woody
plants. A safer formulation isunder development.

The mix of glyphosate and surfactants weakens
the bark structure enough to cause the trunks to split



under stress. It seemsto not be the glyphosate itself
that is causing split bark, but the surfactant found in
some glyphosate products that is causing the
problem. A surfactant is awetting agent that allows
for easier spreading of the chemical, and increases
uptake of the chemical inwoody plants. Surfactants
are known as adjuvant loads on glyphosate product
labels.

Pyrus species, especially Calery pears; Prunus
species, especially Yoshino cherry and Kwanzan
cherry; Crab apples; Sycamore; Serviceberry;
Hawthorn; Mountain Ash; Black Gum; Paper bark
maple; Japanese maples, especially variety
dissectum; Norway maple, especially ‘Emerald
Queen’; Red maples; Dogwood, especialy Kousa
dogwood; Magnolias, especially Magnolia
‘Elizabeth’; and the yellow magnolias such as
Magnolia‘Butterflies', ' Sawada sCream’, Magnolia
